Open Friday  
 
Open Friday is back again next week.  In a slight change from last year, we will be running these Friday 
sessions every 2 months rather than every month.  The exact dates are in the parents website calendar. 
 
Morning session for Years 1-6 only (not reception parents) 
Parents are welcome to look at books from 8.25-8.40am.   We would ask that all parents do leave the 
classroom at 8.40am promptly and if you know your child is likely to be upset by you leaving after Open 
Friday, perhaps it would be best to come to the afternoon session only. 
 
Please remember that this is not an opportunity to drop your child off early at school; children cannot 
enter the classroom before 8.40am alone, they must be accompanied by an adult. 
 
Afternoon session: 
Parents of ALL year groups are welcome in school to look at books when all children have been dismissed 
from the classroom until 3.50pm.  Once again, we would ask you to leave promptly at this time to allow 
teaching staff to tidy classrooms and then go home. 
 
We would also to take this opportunity to remind you that Open Friday is not the correct forum for 
speaking to your child’s teacher about any difficulties your child may be having, it is an opportunity to 
have a look at the work your child has been doing in class (you must be with your child(ren) at all times).  
If you need to speak to your child’s teacher, please contact the office to request an appointment 
(admin@st-petersprimary.co.uk or contact the class teacher via ClassDojo). 
 
Whilst we understand that the easiest way to move between classes is via the school corridor, for 
safeguarding reasons we ask that you move between classes via the outside of the building.  The only 
exception to this is if you are moving from year 5 to year 2 (or vice versa).
